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Start by cutting the balloon to make it
easier to put over the jar.

Strech the balloon and put it over the
openning of the jar.

Add a rubber band around the balloon

to secure it.

Tape the straw to the middle of the
balloon.
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Mark on paper where your straw land
Add a sun above and clouds below to
represent the weather as the pressure

changes.

Leave your barometer, inside or out,
marking the height level of the straw
overtime.

When the straw raises and pushes

down the balloon, this shows high

air pressure. This tells us that good

sunny weather is ahead.

When the straw goes down, this

shows low presssure. Low pressure

tells us there is a good possibility of

rain coming.
